a. Programs are currently growing faster than schools.  There are three programs transitioning this year to schools of public health.  There are 27 applicants at this point.  This is currently a tremendous period of growth.  40 schools, 74 programs.  

b. There is a technical assistance paper available for online programs of public health.  Additionally, there is a paper available further describing faculty resources.

c. Growth in undergraduate programs.  Who is going to handle the quality control?  CEPH is currently working on this.

d. There is a great deal of interest in online your for-profit programs and global programs.

e. CEPH would be willing to participate in online CAMP presentation to the members.

f. Discussion regarding the possibility of connecting with APHA next year.  

3. Eluminate Sessions – Ed Mamary

a. Continuing Education – CSU extended studies grant to offer continuing education online

b. Looking for CAMP sponsorship.  CSU-Northridge is a partner.

c. Webinar will be offered on  racial and ethnic disparities.  CHES credit will be offered also.

d. NBPHE Update – November 7th Eluminate session CAMP sponsored event

e. Is there a way for all CAMP programs to have a site license for Eluminate?  Is there a way to create a consortium of CAMP programs that could participate as contributors in the continuing education process? 

4. Value of CAMP

a. Randy Cottrell – voice for programs.  Collective voice is important.  

b. Helpful for institutions that are starting new programs.  ASPH is so large.  Programs have a place connect.  There is no manual as to how to start a new degree program.  CAMP is the manual!

c. Before CAMP, there really was no recognition of programs.  When CAMP was created, programs became recognized in the IOM report.  There has been other successes.

5. CAMP Annual Priorities

a. We need systematic organized approach to contact every program to recruit a critical mass of advocacy purposes.

b. Clean up the website!  We need membership.  

i. Executive community could recruit regional recruiting chairs.  

ii. Depaul University would be willing to contact additional associate members.  

c. The public health workforce.  The concern is going to continue to increase.  How can CAMP help document the issues with workforce?  We need data.  Who are the CAMP programs?

d. We need additional help.  New faculty could be recruited to get involved.  Membership drive will require some talking points.  Talking points could include:  

i. Voice for the programs

ii. Accreditation support

iii. Advocacy, collaborations

iv. Board representation

v. Mentoring for new programs

vi. Programmatic activity at conferences

vii. Continuing education/professional development/program collaborations (webinars)

viii. Resource sharing

e. New programs can see benefits to being CAMP members.  Especially if they could be assigned a mentor.  

f. Add a template on the website to assist mission, goals, and objectives related to accreditation.  

g. Explore the possibility of acquiring CEPH data regarding the programs.

h. Initiatives to get funding.
