1. Welcome and introductions

2. Review and approval of minutes from March 28th call

4. Update re the CDC Leaders-to-Leaders meeting in March

a. Meeting was well attended by many institutions (100+).  Most where professional organizations.  CDC is interested in reaching out to partners across the US.  There were break out sessions to address ways organizations could work with the CDC.  
b. Dan Bibeau, University of North Carolina, Greensboro represented CAMP at this meeting.  Since the meeting, CAMP has expressed interest in continuing discussions with CDC on ways to partner.   Diane Allensworth has been our primary contact at CDC.  There is the possibility partnership agreements will be establish between CAMP and CDC.
5. Council on Linkages update
a. Gary reported that there is the potential that HRSA will not continue funding the Council this coming year.  This budget supports the various operations of the Council.  The group agreed that if funding is lost, the Council should continue.  Additional funding sources are currently being explored in the event funding is in fact lost.

b. We were asked to provide the Council on Linkages with:

6. Update on National Board of Public Health Examiners
a. The competencies working group is attempting to compare and contrast existing competency models with the MPH competencies (National Board of Public Health Examiners).   Ed Mamary will be representing CAMP by serving in an at-large position on board of the National Board of Public Health Examiners.  An MPH exit exam will begin in 2008.  
b. We need to keep our communication lines open with the National Board.  Lynn and Gary asked early on in the formation of the Board that CAMP be recognized.  To a degree, recognition has occurred with Ed’s nomination to the Board.  Long term it is hoped that Ed’s position will be officially recognized as a CAMP position rather than at-large.

She encouraged as many programs as possible to link to the program website.
