1. Welcome and introductions

2. Bylaws update
a. 11 programs have currently voted in favor of the bylaw changes.  In order for changes to be approved, 14 programs (2/3) must vote in favor.
3. Ballot process for 2008 CAMP officers
a. The ballot is prepared and will be distributed when the bylaws have been approved.
4. Update on the 2008 Health Education Advocacy Summit
a. Carl reported that the CAMP priority includes a focus on capacity building.  He will provide a rationale to the planning committee for this priority area on December 19th.  
5. SOPHE Midyear Scientific Meeting, May 21-24, 2008, Renaissance Chicago Hotel
a. Gary has been contacted by one of the co-chairs of the education task force.  Gary has been asked to comment on the bachelor’s accreditation process during SOPHE Midyear conference.  University of Wisconsin, La Crosse was the first to have a combined undergraduate/graduate program approved.
b. ASPH is interested further defining the public health pipeline.  Preparation for public health careers can and should begin in middle school and high school.

Having this clearinghouse available electronically would be very convenient.  For example, ideas on evaluation of faculty would be helpful.

f. CEPH Annual report training session would have been helpful to ensure it is done right.  
g. Invite Molly for one of our membership calls (February or March) to provide some technically assistance with the reporting process.

b. Personal contact goes a long way.  Extend a personal invitation to these new programs.  

c. CAMP might assign someone as a mentor for programs going through the accreditation process.
