MINUTES

1. ASPH Credentialing & Competency Development Process
· Bill provided an update.  There is broad concern among many organizations, e.g., ATPM, SOPHE, APHA, about a number of issues including:

· Competencies: The lack of an inclusive process for developing the ASPH sponsored competencies.  The competencies have been developed primarily by ASPH academics with little, involvement on the part of practitioners or Program faculty.  The Competencies have not been directly linked to practice and serious concerns are raised about the lack of a validation process. 

· Credentialing: Under the current proposal, its focus is on credentialing MPH graduates.  The credentialing body will be heavily weighted with ASPH appointments, and as such will not be an independent body nor representative of critical stakeholders.   

ATPM and SOPHE have sent letters to ASPH.  APHA hasn’t yet, but is in the process of discussing the issue, and the Executive Board will take it up on the next conference call.  Pat Mail is involved. 

The Deans from the schools of public health are meeting next week to discuss concerns.

· Decision:  Without CAMP input, there’s no basis for supporting the credential.  The process either needs to be revised or CAMP will oppose it.

· Action Item:  Bill and Gary will draft a formal response to voice CAMP concerns.

2. APHA and SOPHE Annual Meetings

· CAMP elections and by-laws

· Members will be asked to vote for new officers and on changes to the by-laws.  Both the process for voting and who is qualified to vote were discussed.  The usual process entails voting by mail and reaffirmation at the annual meeting.

· Decision:  Only delegates from institutions that have paid dues will be entitled to vote on all matters.  Letters will go out to all members in late August or early September, so that members have time to bring their dues current. Either 2004 dues or 2005 dues must be current to vote.

· Action Item:  Gary will modify the by-laws to reflect the above decision and send them out for review.

· Decision:  Co-chairs for the nomination committee will be Sandy Streater and Brenda Seals.

· Action Item:  Bill will put a call for nominations (President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer) out to all members, requesting that they be sent to the Co-chairs.

· CAMP Sponsored Booth.

· The benefits were discussed and include 1) increased visibility of programs, 2) opportunities for networking, 3) possibilities for educating others about accredited programs, and 4) chance of recruiting faculty and students.  

· We need a coordinator from a member institution that is in close geographic proximity to New Orleans.

· Decision: CAMP will sponsor a booth.  SJSU will support it through the provision of its banner/booth set up.

· Action Item: Bill will recruit a coordinator.

3. CDC Reorganization

· A number of health educators have been hired in key CDC leadership positions. A meeting is being held on 7/27 to discuss 1) the ways in which the Centers will operate, and 2) the mechanism for input from partners.

· The Coordinating Center for Health Promotion is hosting a meeting of its

 partners next week on several major developments / areas of interest within the CDC: 1) Enterprise Health Communications, 2) Science and Public Health, 3) Strategies and Innovation, and 4) Workforce Development.  

· Action Item: Bill will follow-up with Elizabeth Bradley to let her know that 

CAMP is interested collaborating as one of its CDC partners, and pending an invitation to the meeting he’ll send an email out to the members to recruit an attendee.  

4. Website
· Currently, there’s no mechanism in place for people to locate institutions offering MPH programs with health education /social behavioral science concentrations.  The website will increase both visibility and credibility.

· Blakely has received some program update forms, but she needs feedback on the website outline that she circulated.  

· Action Item: Jean will review the outline and respond to Blakely.
· The criteria for inclusion on the website was discussed.  

· Decision: Members who are current with 2004 and/or have paid 2005 dues by

October 1 will have a hyperlink and program description on the website.
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
