1.  Feedback to CDC on Research Agenda – CAMP members are encouraged to provide comments regarding CDC’s Research Agenda.  This is particularly important due to the biomedical emphasis of the agenda and the lack of attention given to research involving public health systems and public health practice. You may visit http://www.cdc.gov/od/ophr/cdcra.htm to review the agenda.  Vince Francisco, Bill Livingood, and Lynn Woodhouse will convene to prepare written comments on behalf of CAMP. 2.  Bill authorizing Grants and Loan forgiveness for Public Health Students – There was consensus supporting Bill Livingood to write a letter and call Senator Durbin’s office expressing CAMP’s support for the bill.  

3.  CDC Cooperative agreements

Bill reported that he, Gary Gilmore, Elaine Auld and Lynn woodhouse had a phone conference on March 15 with Toby Merlin (CDC-Private Public partnerships) and Joan Cioffi (Workforce Development) to discuss cooperative agreements.  Although Bill Livingood was encouraged by possible collaborating opportunities discussed during the call, there is concern that CAMP institutions are not eligible to apply for any of the 50 million dollars allocated to CDC Cooperative agreements.  Lynn Woodhouse and Edward Mamary will work on talking points for contacting legislator regarding how CAMP can be included in future cooperative agreements.   
4.  ATPM Collaboration:  

Although CAMP worked with ATPM to form joint recommendations for CEPH criteria revisions, it was clear that ATPM holds different positions regarding key points, such as stating a minimum number of field work hours.  Given that the MPH degree may be collapsed in accordance with CEPH’s criteria revisions, CAMP must decide if there should be any organizational or collaborative changes that need to take place in the near future.  Gary Gilmore will take a lead in helping to formulate next steps.   

5.  By Law changes – Gary Gilmore, Vince Francisco, and Bill Livingood will convene to discuss next steps for by-law changes

6.  CEPH update: Criteria revisions have been completed, but will not be made public until June.  The implementation plan is currently being devised – forward any thoughts, issues, or concerns about implementing newly revised CEPH criteria to Lynn Woodhouse at lynnwood9@aol.com. 
7.  Biannual Survey – we are preparing to launch the next survey. Lynn Woodhouse and Edward Mamary will convene to discuss next steps.  Survey administration is planned for this May.  
8.  ASPH Credentialing Test  - ASPH is proceeding with its MPH credentialing exam that purports to assess practice competencies.  CAMP’s Executive Committee will convene to recommend any action, which may include collaborating with ATPM.  
9.  NACCHO collaboration – CAMP’s Executive Committee will convene to discuss potential collaboration activities with NACCHO.
